Key Stage One Learning Highlights

Lower Key Stage Two Learning Highlights
This week, Year 3, enjoyed our maths learning where we tried to work out the volume of water in

different jugs. We continued with our project ‘Flow’ and used atlases to locate significant rivers around
the world; can your child name any? We had a very exciting day on Thursday, and we all loved our trip
to the Hall for Cornwall to see the Boy at the Back of the Class!

This week, year 4 have explored myths and quests and have enjoyed a range of activities.

The government Year 4 multiplication
test is coming up. It would be great to see
the children using their times table
booklets and TTRS to support them with
learning and memorising their tables as
we get closer to the test. Knowing
timstables facts off by heart can really
help children’s confidence and fluency in
all maths lessons.




Upper Key Stage Two Learning Highlights

As part of their Revolution project, Year 5 and 6 pupils enjoyed a creative and inspiring Art Day exploring the
work of influential Victorian artists.

The day began with a focus on sketching, using “The First Council of Queen Victoria” by David Wilkie as a
stimulus. Pupils studied the composition and expressions within the painting, developing their portrait skills
and gaining an understanding of how artists capture character and emotion.

They then turned their attention to the designer William Morris, exploring his distinctive patterns and recurring
themes inspired by nature. After practising drawing from examples, the children used Morris’ style as
inspiration to create their own original designs.

A special thank you goes to Alfred Smith in Penzance for generously lending us a range of William Morris
fabric and wallpaper samples. These resources provided valuable hands-on inspiration and greatly enriched
the pupils’ learning experience.

To conclude the day, pupils studied the work of the Pre-Raphaelite artists, discussing the significance of their
movement and its lasting influence on the art world.
